Target candidates

Business professionals such as product managers and executives, primarily from
enterprise and large non—tech-native organizations. No prior experience needed.

The exam includes the following content areas and their weightings. This guide
doesn’t cover every topic, but it provides helpful context to prepare for the exam.

Domain Exam Weight

1. Understand Al fundamentals, the pros and cons ~30%
of different Al infrastructure setups

2. Understand model deployment strategies and ~30%
the underlying cloud infrastructure required to scale effectively

3. Articulate the capabilities of Nebius Cloud products ~20%
and services and how they benefit organizations

4. Ensure effective communication with engineering teams, ~20%
both internal colleagues and external vendors



Exam Format

The assessment is delivered remotely and monitored with Al-assisted proctoring. It
is delivered via a partner exam platform.

The exam includes two types of questions:

e Multiple choice — one correct answer and three incorrect options (distractors)
e Multiple response — two or more correct answers out of four or more options

There are no strict prerequisites. No pre-tests or additional eligibility checks are
required.

Duration is limited to 1 houir.
